in the town of Callan. Participants will acquire practical
construction skills while exploring the idea and potential

of architecture as a social action.

The close of the Summer School marks the opening of the
Abhainn Ri Festival in Callan  a community festival of
inclusion and participation which takes place July 23rd B 31st
2011. Summer School participants are encouraged to stay for
as much of the festival as they wish.

Participants are required to travel to Callan, Co. Kilkenny for
the course of the summer school and to take part in the schoolOs
activities during the weekdays that the school is running.
